1. This Request for Expression of Interest (EOI) follows the General Procurement Notice (GPN) for this programme that appeared in the Development Business, issue no. WB344-767/10 of 14 January 2010.
2. The Government of Tanzania has received funds from the World Bank as part of cost of Accelerated Food Security Project (AFSP), and it intends to apply part of the proceeds of this credit to payments under the contract for Consultancy Services for undertaking of fieldwork and surveys related to the planned impact evaluation of the National Agricultural Inputs Voucher Scheme - NAIVS. 
3. Under the NAIVS, the Government  provides agricultural inputs subsidy of about 50% of the market price.  The package include inputs (improved maize / rice seeds basal (phoshate) fertilizers and nitrogenous fertilizers.

4. This consultancy contract aims to rigorously estimate the impact of the input subsidies on production ,productivity, incomes and food security using a series of detailed household surveys and statistical analysis. 
5. The Ministry of Agriculture, Food Security and Cooperatives [MAFC] now invites eligible consultants to express their interest in providing the services. The interested consultants must provide information indicating that they are qualified to perform the services (brochures, description of similar assignments performed, experience in similar conditions and assignments, availability of appropriate skills among staffs etc. Consultants may associate to enhance their qualifications
